UNIT 00 Making contact  -  talking on the phone
Grammar: to be affirmative, negative and questions; subject pronouns, possessive adjectives, prepositions of place, possessive ‘s , indefinite articles, plural nouns.

Vocabulary: family members; countries and nationalities; 

Skills: reading a personal letter, listening to a description of a family photo, speaking on the telephone, writing personal information.

UNIT 1  Look alike   -  describing people
Grammar: have got; this/that/these/those; imperatives; object pronouns, adjective word order;

Vocabulary: Personal possessions, appearance and personality;

Skills: Reading a website article, listening to a description of people, speaking describing a classmate; writing a personal e-mail.

Culture shock 1 They speak English in…

UNIT 2 Home sweet home  -  directions

Grammar: there is/there are, some/any, preposition of place, can;

Vocabulary: rooms, furniture, objects, towns and villages;

Skills: reading a story, listening to directions, speaking giving directions, writing a short text about your dream house.

Clil 1 a snapshot of the UK – people and housing

UNIT 3  A day in the life  -  telling the time

Grammar: present simple – affirmative, negative and questions, prepositions of time, like /love etc. + - ing ;

Vocabulary: Verbs of routine, time and dates, ordinal numbers;

Skills: reading about Australian lifestyle, listening to descriptions of special days, speaking describing a day you like, writing a short text about your country.

UNIT 4 Around the world  -  inviting

Grammar: present simple with wh- questions, adverbs of frequency, how often…?

Vocabulary: climate and location, geography;

Skills: reading about an Irish town, listening to descriptions of towns, speaking deciding where to go, writing a short text about a town you know.

UNIT 5 Eat to live  -  buying food and drink

Grammar: countable and uncountable nouns, some/any, how much/how many, a lot of/ a little/a few, not many/not much, would like (offers, requests), can/could;

Vocabulary: food and drink, money and measurements;

Skills: reading a newspaper article, listening to offers and requests, speaking asking for things in a shop, writing an invitation to a party.

Culture shock 2 Britain’s favourite food

UNIT 6 Following fashion  - expressing preferences

Grammar: present continuous, present simple vs. present continuous, too/not enough;

Vocabulary: clothes;

Skills: reading a magazine article, listening to a conversation in a shop, speaking discussing shopping preferences; writing a short text about a market.

Culture shock: great British brands

UNIT 7 Now and then   -  good /bad news and responses

Grammar: past simple: to be and can, past simple affirmative (regular and irregular verbs);

Vocabulary: School subjects;

Skills: reading a website, listening to dialogues about bad and good news, speaking giving and receiving news, writing an e-mail.

UNIT 8 Make a difference  - asking for information

Grammar: past simple – negative and questions, wh- words as object or subject;

Vocabulary: inventions, charity, technology – compound nouns

Skills: reading a magazine article, a biography, listening to people talking about a charity project, speaking interviewing a friend, writing a biography.

UNIT 9  Staff dot com  - describing objects
Grammar: comparative adjectives, possessive pronouns, superlative adjectives; Vocabulary: technology and phrasal verbs; 
Skills: Reading about  inventions, listening to advertisement, describing a gadget, a short text about an object you like.
